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1. The minutes of the previous Asia Pacific Presidents meeting, having been circulated prior to this meeting, were deemed approved.

2. Manila 2009 – We resolved to assist Patricia as best we can with the following forms of support that she requested for the Manila conference:

a. Communicating to our members the benefits of attending, in terms of education, great speakers and networking at an accessible and inexpensive venue.

b. Assisting with promotion to non-LES members by getting lists of prospects to Pactricia and giving help as to how to best approach those people.

c. Obtaining sponsorship from not only traditional sponsors but also new sponsors who have a strong Asian presence.

3. Asia Pacific Workshop for Manila 2009 – this topic was held over for the Asia Pacific Committee meeting.

4. Website – We reviewed the successful launch of our Asia Pacific website and agreed that we would all do out utmost to keep it updated with all new IP developments affecting licensing in our regions.  We noted that we want the website to be the first to be checked by anyone wanting information on licensing in our region.  We suggested that a graphic for the Manila conference be added to the website.  Simon Rowell suggested that we obtain traffic reports for the website to monitor its use.
5. Possible LESI President Meeting in India 2009 – we agreed that we supported this proposal by Adam Liberman in principle.  LES Japan noted that it was planning a joint symposium with LES India for February 2009, and suggested that it may be possible to move the date to coincide with the LESI Presidents meeting around 26 January 2009.  This topic was carried over to the Asia Pacific Committee Meeting.
6. Possible Chikao Fukuda visit in April 2009 – Fukuda san reported he was unlikely to be able to visit Australia in April 2008.  He noted he would try to coordinate visits with other Asian chapters once his schedule was known.  

7. Upcoming Cross Border Events – 
a. LES Japan provided a first brochure for an international symposium timed to coincide with the Winter Presidents Meeting in Tokyo on 25 January 2008.  We agreed to hold a further Asia Pacific Presidents Meeting prior to this symposium.  The symposium would be held from 15.00 to 17.30pm on the topic of “Legal Protection for License Agreement – new Japanese Registration Law for License Agreements”.  The symposium would be followed by dinner on a Yakata-bune hosted by LES Japan – Presidents attending the symposium may attend for free on a “just bring your own bottle” basis.

b. Sun Kim reported on plans underway for a three day joint symposium with AIPPI in November 2008 in Korea on the topic of the free trade agreement.

8. Other business – 

a. We reported on successful sponsorship of the EAPIC 2007 conference, which was attended by a Council Member from Hong Kong.

b. Fukuda san noted with concern that 4 Asia Pacific societies were not represented at this meeting.  We agreed to make one topic for discussion of our additional Asia Pacific Presidents Meeting in Tokyo how we will encourage greater activity in future by these societies.  We will use the fact sheets submitted by these societies to determine their levels of activity, and then determine what steps may be taken to activate these societies.  We may need to increase the communication levels between our societies using the European societies as a model.  Patricia suggested that we consider holding a visit in the more inactive or smaller societies.
