2nd Co-operation of LES China, Chinese Taipei & Hong Kong –

LES Joint Meeting on 3 September 2010 in Shanghai

· Technology Transfer and Commercialization

Following the first joint meeting held in October 2008, LES China, LES Chinese Taipei and LES China, HK jointly organized another successful one-day seminar on 3 September 2010 in Shanghai in cooperation with CCPIT Patent & Trademark Law Office and with Cornerstone Intellectual Property Foundation and Intellectual Property Institute of Tongji University as co-organizers and Crocs Asia Pte Ltd. as sponsor.  

The Joint Meeting focused on the topic “Technology Transfer and Commercialization” with more than 140 attendees including academics, legal practitioners, government officials as well as industry people from Taiwan, Hong Kong and different parts of China.  We were honoured to have Mr Zhu Yu, Director General of Intellectual Property Office of Jiangsu Province, PRC as guest of honour as well as Mr Patrick O’Reilley and Mr Heinz Goddar (respectively current and past President of LES International) as our keynote speakers.  Other distinguished speakers include Dr Xiunan Jin, Head of Intellectual Property Management Department, Evonik Degussa (China) Co., Ltd., Mr Keith K.H. Chan, President, GloboAsia LLC, Professor Alice Ngan, Chairman, LES China, Hong Kong and Director, Technology and Licensing Office, The Chinese University of Hong Kong, Professor Robert Su, Department of Accounting, Chengchi University; Professor Ta-Jung Lu, Department of Chemistry/Institute of Technology and Innovation Management, Chung-Hsing University, Mr David Wen-Tang Su, Director, Transaction and Operations Legal Division, Taiwan Semiconductor Manufacturing Co. Ltd., Ms Ningling Wang, partner, Finnegan, Henderson, Farabow, Garrett & Dunner, LLP (Shanghai office); Ms Chiann Bao, Secretary-General, Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre, Mr Jack W.H. Our keynote speakers considered some of the complex practical and legal issues involved in formulating a global IPR strategy and the importance of such strategy in developing and exploiting IP.  Other speakers and commentators then explored the topic of our Joint Meeting from three major perspectives. Firstly, how corporations and separately academic institutes will protect and commercialize their R&D results within the confines of their resources and what are the key factors as they negotiate on IP cooperation agreements.  Different modes of resolving disputes arising out of technology transfer were then looked into with a detail study on a Chinese patent infringement case as well as the update arbitration system in Hong Kong.  Finally, intellectual property rights protection regimes in the 3 different jurisdictions were considered together with an introduction on “Creative Commons”.
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
